Sandy Connolly, also an Extraordinary Minister of
Communion, for her many contributions to the parish, including
her work in establishing the Sunday morning coffee and donuts
gatherings, her work with RENEW and the Gathering Home
Church Communities, and her work in the monthly Blood-
Pressure Clinic.

Maria Rivera, an Extraordinary Minister of
Communion and Lector in the Spanish community, for her
years of service as a catechist and for her work with Sr.
Agustina in putting on our Thanksgiving celebration each year,
as well as for her incredible ability as our resident Flamenco
dancer.

Javier Rodriguez was honored for his unselfish work
in the Music Ministry where he plays the percussion
instruments at the 11 AM and 1 and 3:30 PM Masses. Javier
was a prominent leader in the development of Nueva
Esperanza and Effeta and continues to work with both groups.

While most things have stayed the same in the Parish,
we will experience one change in the Rectory. Carmen
Monroy, who has been the Parish Housekeeper since 1982,
has decided it is time to retire. Carmen has been an
important member of the parish staff for almost 25 years, and
her smile and good humor will be greatly missed, along
with the tender, loving, care she has shown to all the priests
who have passed through St. Anthony’s during her time here. It
is with a great deal of gratitude, and with our prayers for her
and her family, that we say good-bye.

On Monday, December 4, at the 7 PM Mass, we will
celebrate the 50TH ANNIVERSARY OF ST. ANTHONY POST
1791 OF THE CATHOLIC WAR VETERANS. Post 1791 was
organized in December 1956. Peter P. Olexey, the first
Commander, signed the original charter and began operation
with 31 members. During its 50 years of existence, the Post
has had a total of 1,350 members. These men and women
have contributed greatly to the parish and community through
their generous gifts: $160,000 was spent on church, charitable
and member welfare programs; $61,000 was spent on youth
and scholarship projects; $35,00 was spent on veterans’
activities; and $25,000 was spent on special donations.

Two of our late parishioners, Gil Udell and Joe
Satriano, held the office of National Commander, and the
Post itself, as well as many of its members, has received
numerous national and local honors. Because of our close
proximity to the Washington area, we have also been
privileged to have within our ranks ten Generals and Admirals.

Today the Post has 30 active, lifetime members,
and they continue, under the leadership of Frank Kelly,
Commander, to help the active military, veterans and the
youth of the diocese. | congratulate the men and women of St
Anthony Post 1791 for their on-going commitment and
dedicated service to the mission of the Catholic War Veterans.
